com and, in the event of an amber alert, your cell phone is immediately notified.  This will enable many 
more people to be on the alert and possibly save a child’s life.  Members and friends should take advantage 
of this free alert system. 
 
Wake services for a deceased council member is an act of fraternal love, not only for the deceased brother 
Knight, but more importantly, for his family. It is a sign that the Knights of Columbus continues to stand true 
to our pledge of charity to help in the care of the family of a departed brother.  Take note when you receive 
an e-mail that a brother Knight has fallen and please make it a point to follow the directions of the e-mail to 
attend a 20 min. wake service to support the family.  This takes such a small amount of effort and can mean 
so much to the family. 
 
Members and non-members 
are welcome and bring the kids.  It starts at 8:00 PM.
